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NATO’s 32 members will meet for their annual summit July 7-8 in Ankara. Amidst the
backdrop of sharp transatlantic conflicts this year over Greenland, the Iran war, defense
spending, and the US force posture in Europe, the Alliance hopes to use recent positive
trends of greater convergence on Ukraine and higher European defense spending to
resolve tensions and reset US-NATO relations.
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
